BACKGROUND:

MDOT staff will share details on the 2019 construction schedule, including constructing
temporary widenings, median crossovers and overpass work starting in August. Long-term plans
for segment 3 will be presented for this portion of the modernization project, which is scheduled
to be complete in 2023.

Segment 3 will improve safety and mobility by modernizing 5.5 miles of I-75 through the
communities of Royal Oak, Hazel Park, and Madison Heights.
